Mentors may work with a team regularly or 
serve as a technical or professional expert on an as-needed basis. 
Mentors help foster Gracious Professionalism® and empower 
participants to engage meaningfully in the work, make critical 
decisions, and take ownership in team efforts.

Mentor and coach roles and responsibilities can include assisting 
teams in the following areas:

and electrical engineering tasks

•	 Other administrative responsibilities
